Who can we help?

Parents are eligible for ParentsNext if they:

• Have a child aged under six years

• Have been receiving Parenting Payment for the 

past six months

• Have not been in paid work in the past six months

Parents who are required to participate as a 

condition of receiving the Parenting Payment will 

be contacted by Services Australia (Centrelink).
